This program provides students with the necessary knowledge and skills to care for
individuals with long-term functional disabilities who require help to live as independently
and autonomously as possible.

Students will be required to work with a team of health-care professionals. Each member
of the team recognizes the importance of respecting the dignity of each individual. The
concept of normalization for individuals of all ages is an important aspect of the program.

The nature of this profession requires a sincere desire to work with and help other people,
at times under challenging circumstances. The individual who chooses this profession
should demonstrate optimal health, physical fitness, stamina, and motivation.
